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Finding the Right Schoo l

·  Are your standardized test scores sufficient to 

get into the schools you want? 
·  Do you have enough money?  

 
For international students: 
 

·  Do you have adequate English?  
·  Are you prepared to live in another country for 

the time it takes to earn a degree?  
 

To start a preliminary search, log onto The 
Princeton Review’s Counselor-O-Matic for free.  If 
you want to bounce ideas off of someone and get 
help with the general US admissions process, 
sign up for our Academic Coun seling service. 
 
Once you have a list of schools that interest you, 
start taking a look at some applications. If this 
year's applications aren't ready yet, check out a 
few from last year. Pay particular attention to the 
requirements--if you need to submit a resume, 
start working on one now. If you need teacher 
recommendations, start thinking about your best 
candidates. Also, if you're planning to apply Early 
Decision or Early Action, note that some of the 
application deadlines fall as early as November 1! 
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
